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Captains need to know their vessels
inside-out and sometimes use specific
words to describe parts of a boat.

On the water, we say “port” to mean
the vessel's left side and “starboard”

to meanits right side. “Stern” is what we
call the back of a vessel, if something is
“aft” itis near the stern. The front of a
boatis called a “bow”.
