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Captains need to know their vessels
inside-out and sometimes use specific
words to describe parts of a boat.

On the water, we say “port” to mean
the vessel's left side and “starboard”

Our fastest boats can travel
at 32 knots, which is roughly

Assists the Mate in
securing the boat, throws
the second rope.

Takes a passenger count and
answers questions on board.

Welcomes passengers
to the pier and helps them
to safely board the boat.

Checks where customers
are going and makes sure
they get on the right boat.

Manages queues at the
piers and counts the
number of passengers
getting on and off vessels.
